Effective Teaching

All children follow the Charanga Music Scheme which covers all areas of the curriculum.

In EYFS, children are given the opportunity to sing familiar songs, to learn about movement and
rhythm and to explore the sounds of different instruments.

In KS1, children are encouraged to use their voices expressively and to play musical instruments.
They also create, explore and combine sounds.




In KS2, children are exposed to a wide variety of musical styles and genres and study the history of
music in different eras. They take part in solo and ensemble performances and experiment with
different compositions.
